Casajus is a strong effort as well as an excellent
value from the Ribera del Duero region. Itis an
unoaked cuvee composed of 100% Tempranillo.
Dark ruby in color, it exhibits expressive aromas of
earth, smoke, and spicy black fruits. This is followed
by a wine with a rustic style as well as abundant fruit
and structure. The tannins are ripe and the finish is
long. Drink this slightly untamed wine over the next
four years.
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
