Ochoa Crianza 2007 is 100% Tempranillo 
aged for 12 months in French oak. Balsam 
wood, Asian spices, violets, tobacco, and 
blackberry aromas inform the nose of this 
structured, surprisingly elegant offering. 
Nicely proportioned and lengthy, it is likely 
to evolve for 1-2 years and should provide 
enjoyment through 2019. 
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
